Ms. Null reported that the annual financial audit by Maher Duessel is complete, and the legal ad will be published in the Post-Gazette on April 11.  There were no discrepancies or misstatements.  The auditor commented that the Borough should create an IT disaster recovery plan.  Ms. Null will work with Perfection Services to create a written plan.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT

Ms. Diersen discussed the Borough’s sign ordinance revision (Ordinance No. 472).  The draft ordinance must be advertised twice and sent to County Planning for review before Council can vote to adopt it.  Motion made by Mr. Baldonieri, seconded by Mr. Kelly, to approve advertisement of proposed Ordinance No. 472.  Passed unanimously.  Motion carried.

FINANCE REPORT 

Mr. Hipwell presented the March check detail report, stating there were 14 electronic check payments, and 4 paper checks.  The 5 largest payments were $24,364 to Northern Regional Police Department, $5,773 to LSSE, $4,041 to US Bank (of which $1,178 was West View Water), $3,764 to Morton Salt, and $3,579 to Bradford Woods Volunteer Fire Company.  Motion made by Mr. Hipwell, seconded by Mr. Dimond, to pay and ratify checks/payments for March 2024.  Passed unanimously.  Motion carried.

Mr. Hipwell reviewed the pre-ratify checklist for April/May 2024 (10 vendors) for Council approval.  Motion made by Mr. Hipwell, seconded by Mr. Dimond, to pre-ratify bills for April/May 2024.  Passed unanimously.  Motion carried.

Mr. Hipwell reviewed the Financial Reports for March 2024.  Total Revenue: $501,625 (the majority of which was grant funding for the PRP program of $396,000 and Liquid Fuels funding of $48,958).  Expenses; $56,571 and Total Fund Balance; $1,635,725. 


MONTHLY REPORTS 
SAFETY
· POLICE 
Lt. Jones reviewed the March calls for service: 9 calls, 7 citations and 7 warnings.  NRPD total calls, all municipalities; 712 for March.  

· FIRE 
Ms. Null reported 2 fire calls since the March meeting; one was due to a faulty smoke detector and the other was a mutual aid call in Marshall Township.

· EMS
Ms. Pongrace reported attending the MFPAA board meeting on March 18.  Financially, they are reporting 5.5 months in reserve balance.  Their goal is to have 6 months in reserves.  The current Authority Board is not in agreement about changing the Board makeup to include the municipalities not currently represented.  They have completed the evaluation process for CAAS accreditation and hope to become the 183rd ambulance service in the United States to meet this standard (out of 14,000 in the country).

MS4 
· PRP Public Comments – Ms. Null reported none have been received.  LSSE will submit the revised PRP plan to the DEP for review.
· PRP Update – Ms. Null reported that LSSE is working on the plan for the Village Pond, revising the PVE engineer’s plans to allow for PRP credits.  The plan will then be submitted to the DEP Dams division to obtain a letter of authorization.  When the PRP is bid out, it will be as two separate projects; one for the Village pond and another for the rain gardens.

Roads 
· Washington/West Harding Project - Ms. Null reported the preconstruction meeting took place on March 29, with work set to begin next week.  The contractor will work on stormwater infrastructure improvements first and finish with the road paving.
· Motion to award 2024 road patching work to low bidder Daquelente Paving for $20,275 made by Mr. Baldonieri, seconded by Mr. Dimond.  Passed unanimously.  Motion carried.
· Mr. Kelly asked about the work People’s Gas is doing replacing lines and stated that they are not cleaning up the mess at the end of the day.  Ms. Pongrace added that they are not using the best safety standards when storing materials on the road.  The Borough will speak with the contractor to rectify the situation.
· East Harding Road – Mr. Baldonieri reported that rip rap will be replaced in areas where the berm is eroded.

Public Works 
· Motion to approve purchase of Boom Mower Attachment from lowest bidder Highway Equipment Company for $16,900 made by Mr. Baldonieri, seconded by Mr. Dimond.  Passed unanimously.  Motion carried.

Planning 
Ms. Null reported that the Planning Commission met on April 1 to discuss progress on the goals in the Comprehensive Plan as well as potential updates to the Zoning Ordinance.  The next meeting will be on May 6.
